Table headings
should be displayed as “Table 1”. If there aralitsefor figures or tables, they follow the caption
or heading in parentheses. Captions and headirggdsbhe sufficiently descriptive so that the
table or figure is understandable should it stdndeain page placement. Captions and headings
should not be saved with the figure, but in the asafe List of Figures and Tables.
